ESSENTIAL POSITION DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Provide education to a diverse community on food and nutrition issues and topics.

2. Provide health education sessions at various community sites to address chronic disease prevention and management.

3. Provide guidance to staff members in the development of nutrition programs, events, and activities, including the identification/development of healthy recipes. 

4. Promote positive nutrition behavior in the workplace and in the community through presentations, cooking classes, food demonstrations and other outreach and education strategies to prevent and manage health conditions. 

5. Keep abreast of the latest standards and research in nutrition and food sciences, and update/train lead staff as appropriate.
6. Participate in monthly chronic disease related partner/collaborative meetings.
7. Assist lead team members with the coordination and implementation of American Heart Month, National Diabetes Month, National Nutrition Month, National Stroke Awareness Month, National Childhood Obesity Awareness Month, and National Health Education Week activities. This includes related health education mini-series activities.  

8. Track and maintain all records, evaluation components, and complete reports on a timely basis.
9. Assist with the development of collateral materials (such as briefs and/or infographics) to share the findings with the community members, public officials, and other decision makers.

10. Participate in community events and fairs for RCHF as needed.
